Holy week, a time of great solemnity and 
devotion can be tremendously fruitful to us priests and 
laity. But it can also present a subtle time of 
temptation. Today’s Gospel revealing hints at the 
temptation. When Jesus talks about his upcoming 
betrayal, his disciples were busy discussing who is the 
greatest among them. In Holy Week, this temptation 
can sneak up on us, not following the many liturgical 
devotions, not accompanying the Lord in His passion, 
not fasting on Good Friday, etc. etc. But rather being 
filled with pride. I am a better Christian (or Catholic), I 
don’t need all these. Jesus offers a simple solution to 
pride….” I am among you as the one who serves”. This 
is what Holy Week asks of us: humble, self-forgetful 
devotion of our crucified Lord.
